This scholarship is presented by John Dion (1982 EHS graduate) in honor of his sister, Karen, a 1977 graduate of Enfield High School.  Karen, John, and four other siblings all graduated from Enfield High.  In addition, Karen had two daughters who graduated from Fermi High School.  Karen and all of her siblings graduated from a State of Connecticut Public College or University.  A niece and a nephew are currently students at The University of Connecticut. 
The John P Dion Foundation, an IRS approved charitable organization and private operating foundation, is proud to offer this $40,000 needs-based scholarship ($5,000 per semester over eight semesters) to a student who will be attending a four-year State of Connecticut Public College or University.
This is a needs-based scholarship which will cover each semester outstanding balance owed by the student up to a maximum semester payment of $5,000.  To maintain eligibility, the student must be enrolled full-time (minimum 12 credit hours per semester) and must maintain a minimum cumulative GPA of 3.0 for each semester that the scholarship award is to be made.
